Table to Table encourages youth and family volunteering. Due to equipment usage and other
requirements of food rescue volunteering, volunteers under the age of 18 will have restrictions
appropriate to their position. All volunteers under 18 must have a signed parent waiver.

Group Volunteers - Van Cleaning

Table to Table can accommodate groups of 8-10 youth volunteers. If your group is larger than this,
consider splitting the group and volunteering on two separate days.
